Should the participant not be a member, no points
will accumulate towards the Montana Arabian Merit Award or any other high
point award.

2. To be eligible for this award, the participant must submit to the high point
chairperson by October 31st of the current year the following:

a. Copy of registration papers (purebred or half Arabians are eligible)
b. Copies of 3 test score sheets with scores of 50% or better from two

different USDF or USEF approved judges.

The points on the 3 test scores will be averaged and the winner of the award will be the
participant with the highest average score. In the event of a tie, duplicate awards will be
given.

The award will be presented at the Montana Arabian Horse Association annual high point
awards banquet.
